Grash Factors

PennDOT relies heavily upon law enforcement’s ac-
curate, thorough and timely crash reporting in
order to make critical highway safety decisions.

Properly reporting crashes helps PennDOT iden-
tify roadways in the greatest need of enforce-
ment funding and, when necessary, engineering
roadway enhancements. It is important to
record every contributing factor in a crash.

As an example:

According to PennDOT, two or more contributing
crash factors are now needed for a crash to be
considered Aggressive Driving related.

Timeliness of crash report submissions is as
equally important.
